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Abstract 

This paper outlines the specific features within Predator Manufacturing Data Collection.  
Predator MDC is licensed two ways: client and administrator.  In addition, Predator MDC 
is licensed to work with one of the following database backends: Microsoft Access, 
Microsoft SQL Server, or Oracle.  Each Predator MDC license can be customized using 
permissions to address the unique requirements of each manufacturer.  

• Predator MDC Client is designed for shopfloor personnel and users that need to 
run MDC reports. 

• Predator MDC Administrator is designed for the manufacturing department head 
or IS/manufacturing project lead.  

Predator MDC is a member of a suite of applications all designed to share common data 
and components.  They all share a common design and philosophy based on our unique 
understanding of manufacturing processes.  Collectively they are known as Predator 
MES .

Predator MDC is a stand-alone database driven application built on Predator’s common 
database platform.  This common platform is a shared foundation to an entire suite of 
Predator applications.  Shared common data improves overall productivity and minimizes 
implementation time when adding additional applications.  For example, edit a machine’s 
properties and every Predator application is immediately updated including Predator 
Traveler Manager, Predator MDC, Predator DNC, Predator Desktop, Predator Tool Crib 
and Predator Gage Crib.   

Predator’s common database platform is an open architecture structure and independent 
of the actual database server.  Currently, it can range from Microsoft Access to Oracle 
depending on the customer’s requirements.  Predator’s common database platform is 
fully relational and supports powerful object-based design to support an unlimited number 
of events, parts, personnel, machines, departments, etc.
